o the channel-iron stretchers with 
. stove bolts, the nuts drawn down 

at the ends as in Fig. 5. With the 
rame set up, drill a line of small holes, 

spaced 8 in. apart, through the top of the 
upper angle-iron rails to take screws 
driven into the top. If the machine is to 

be taken about to the job or operated on- . 
an uneven floor, saw one of the front legs 
about 1 in. short, cut two %%-in. slots in a 
piece of 4/4 by %-in. flat iron and bolt it ' -  
to the leg as in Fig. 3. Thls will give yau - 

an adjustment to take care of any uneven- 
ness in the floor.
